	· Don’t leave water in buckets/pots

	· Keep sauna dry – water on rocks only
	· Do not leave candles unattended

	· Bathe outside – hot water or snow
	· Will tie BBQ to post when we leave

	· Trash box/ recycling program
	· Will shovel deck and yurt perimeter

	· Spooge bucket – nothing off deck!
	· Will not chip/pry with plastic shovels

	· Four Bucket Dish Wash System
	· Please put chairs away at night

	· Melting H20 – galvanized for dishes only
	· Turn propane off when not in use

	· Clorox rinse with hang dry – no towels!
	· Please record weather & snowfall

	· No Pets
	· Will chop kindling for next group

	· Will leave it clean, like we found it
	· Will inform PPG when down & out

	· Will inform PPG of any damages
	· Will inform PPG of supplies needed
